2 Tim. 3:10-15

Timothy, my son, you have ob-
served my teaching, my conduct,

Agatha the Martyr

This Martyr, who was from Panormus (that
is, Palermo) or perhaps Catania of Sicily,
was a most comely and chaste virgin. After
many exceedingly harsh torments, she gave
up her spirit in prison at Catania in 251,
because she did not consent to the seduc-
tions of Quintian, the Governor of Sicily.
At her burial, an Angel placed a stone tab-
let on her grave inscribed with the words,
"A righteous mind, self-determining, honor
from God, the deliverance of her father-
land." The following year this was fulfilled
when Mount Etna erupted, spewing forth
violent fire from which Catania was mani-
festly saved by Saint Agatha's prayers. The
holy Martyr Agatha, the protectress and
chief patroness of Sicily, is, with perhaps
the exception of Saint Agnes of Rome, the
most highly venerated Virgin Martyr of the
West. Saint Damasus, Pope of Rome, and
Saint Ambrose of Milan both wrote in
praise of her.

out of longing to Thee as a spotless sacri-
fice. Lord, save our souls through her inter-
cessions, since Thou art great in mercy.
